VIRGINIA, NAVY MESS ATTENDENT DORIE MILLER IS DOING LAUNDRY. SHIP’S 

BOXING CHAMPION; MILLER JOINED THE NAVY TO EARN MONEY FOR HIS FOLKS IN 

WACO. 

 

SUDDENLY, AN EXPLOSION ROCKS THE SHIP. THE JAPANESE HAVE ATTACKED. 

 

ON DECK MILLER HELPS WOUNDED SAILORS THEN MANS AN ANTI-AIRCRAFT GUN 

TO DEFEND HIS SHIP. HE SHOOTS UNTIL HIS AMMO RUNS OUT, DOWNING ONE 

PLANE. 

 

FOR HIS HEROISM, DORIS MILLER IS THE FIRST BLACK AMERICAN TO RECEIVE THE 

NAVY CROSS. HE IS KILLED IN ACTION IN 1944. 

 

DORIS MILLER, AMERICAN HERO, WAS BORN 95 YEARS AGO THIS WEEK IN TEXAS
